1. Introductions & Declarations of Interests

AS declared his appointment to the Board of Regulations Advisory Committee.

2. Governance Review
SM introduced discussion around the governance review with some context of progress so far. It was explained that the draft report was due to be issued on 18 September and sent to delivery bodies and the OBSG. A process of consultation with delivery bodies on high level findings from the review had happened and further consultation around the draft report were scheduled. Stakeholders views had also been sought at the London 2012 Sustainability Group meeting.

The broader issue of how sustainability was to be embedded and managed generally throughout the organisations was discussed. 
The bid book talks about the commitment to an SMS in line with certified systems such as ISO14001 rather than specifically requiring a certified system.
It was also noted that LOCOG had indicated that many sponsors have been asking the delivery bodies to demonstrate their commitment to sustainable development before actually financially backing them.
It was agreed to reflect in the governance review the issue of the role of the delivery bodies in modelling good corporate behaviour with respect to SMS implementation.
OPSU, which was an independent coordinator of information, no longer exists. Therefore the commission is uncertain as to where progress reporting information will come from and who will validate it. It was noted that the sustainable development working group also needs a new chair.

Key Issues and Comments

SM asked the commission if it was happy to not to look at transport as a separate specific theme. All agreed that given the CSL assurance framework accommodated unanticipated reviews at any stage, this was not a major problem. 
SG asked whether there was a degree of independence regarding transport governance and if there were sufficient independent assurance mechanisms in place.
SM replied saying that an industry impact evaluation has been commissioned. The transport plan document is to become statutory. It may not be independent in the way CSL is but CSL will keep transport on the agenda as it may need to address it in the future.

SM told the commission that the delivery bodies do not think that CSL has the resources or budget to deliver this programme. However, CSL must address the issues it thinks it needs to.
3. LOCOG Sponsorship
A discussion was held around LOCOG sponsorship by explaining that the categories for which sponsors were being appointed by LOCOG, which were as follows:
· Telecommunications, Airlines, Clothing and Homeware, Sportswear, Automotive, Oil and Gas 
Note: At this point in time sponsors had been announced for the following categories:

· Utilities / Sustainability – EDF

· Banking – Lloyds TSB

LOCOG had indicated that they would welcome some input from CSL specifically in relation to opportunities and threats in appointing sponsors in the above listed categories.
Following the meeting a list of issues for consideration was forwarded to LOCOG.

4. Commissioner ways of working
