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1. Declarations of Interests

2. Minutes of previous meeting / matters arising
Minutes agreed.
3. Chair’s update
It has been a year or more since commissioners and the secretariat were recruited. The commission has had a positive role so far and The Chair extended his thanks to everyone for their input.
London 2012 Sustainability Plan update. The issues we have with the document as it currently stands have raised it with GOE and OBSG, with recommendations for the way we believe it needs to be developed.
Learning legacy – The Institute for Sustainability has some resources from the private sector to work with the ODA in scoping the area of work and preparing a bid to EPSRC for a full project. This is a success for CSL as we initiated this piece of work.
Legacy – The Chair had a productive meeting with Grant Thornton about their LMF work, commented on the LMF sustainability protocol and met with the LDA about the SPV for delivery.

Leadership – The Chair proposed to OBSG that the OBSG representative from each Key Stakeholder come to a workshop on sustainability in January, which CSL will arrange. This will look at Lord Coe’s statement that London 2012 will set new standards of sustainability and legacy. Our Governance Review stakeholder session will also look at this subject and inform the briefings prepared for this workshop.

The Chair presented slides from his visit to Beijing as part of the observer programme, these can be found on the website.
4. Commissioner updates
Several commissioners gave their feedback on the LMF technical workshops that they had attended and provided input to. This is being brought together into one document, including a short summary section which will be sent to the LMF team.

There was an overall view that the plans are not yet producing what they need to achieve in order to deliver the sustainable legacy that is needed from the Games and the Olympic Park. It was acknowledged that there was some good work being undertaken on the LMF but there were concerns about a number of elements. For example, the relative merit given to consultation and engagement with businesses and the community and how the plans being developed for the LMF are connected with other relevant plans such as the Olympic Park BAP, plans from the Lea Valley Park Regional Authority, Borough masterplans etc.
5. LMF Sustainability Protocol
A discussion was held about the draft LMF sustainability protocol, with a view that it needed to be clearer about how it will be mandated, used, monitored and measured. This, and a number of other recommendations will be fed back to the team developing it.
6. Special Purpose Vehicle

The commission discussed a letter and briefing note received from the LDA about the options for a Special Purpose Vehicle to take forward the legacy Park. A discussion was held on how they could learn from best practice in similar developments.

7. Sub group update
The secretariat gave an update on the position with each review.
8. Tour of the Olympic Park site
We hope to repeat this every six months to see how the site is developing.

9. Sponsorship discussion with LOCOG (held at One Churchill Place)
A discussion was held about the role of sponsors, particularly sustainability partners and how they can help LOCOG deliver its sustainability goals and the ways that they can support wider sustainability initiatives in East London and beyond.
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
