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1. Declarations of Interests

Shaun McCarthy declared that he was currently undertaking some paid work for the Institute of Sustainability, who have an interest in the learning legacy from London 2012. 
2. Minutes of previous meeting / matters arising
Minutes agreed.
3. Chair’s update
The Chair reported that Gautam Banerji would be taking a step back from the Commission in the coming months as he is going to be working in Iraq as the Senior Advisor for Judicial Capacity building under the Rule of Law programme. The Chair thanked Gautam for his fantastic contribution to the Commission. 

The Chair reported that in his recent meetings with the Chief Executives and Directors from many of the Olympic Delivery bodies the Commission had received positive feedback.  The Chair had also had a very positive meeting with Baroness Ford, the new Chair of the OPLC.
The Chair also reported that he had presented the findings of the CSL Annual Review to the LSDC, the UKSDC and to Newham Council.  Since the last full Commission Meeting the Chair has met with Michelle Lemaitre from the IOC. 

Reviews
The Chair reported that CSL had nearly completed the review on LOCOG’s procurement 

There was also discussion of the forthcoming review of Health, to be done in partnership with the London Health Commission. The Chair said that CSL’s interest in this area would focus on the determinants of health, sport, physical activity and the legacy from the Games. The Commission are holding a Round Table Discussion Event with the LHC on 15th September to help develop the TOR for the review. Reviews of Food and Waste and Resource Management will start this autumn.
4. Feedback from the Annual Review Session
The Chair presented the Annual Review presentation to the Commission and also presented the feedback from the Annual Review Stakeholder sessions that the Commission ran in June and July. 
5.  Carbon 
Jane Durney led the session on carbon. Jane explained that the CSL Secretariat have produced a carbon paper, which sets out both the specific targets set by London 2012 and their performance against these targets and the CSL findings and recommendations for the London 2012 carbon footprint. 
6. PVC
Jane Durney led the session and set out the Olympic Board PVC Policy Statement. 
7. Presentation from Dee Stephens, Natural England

Dee Stephens from Natural England gave a very interesting presentation to the Commission which covered the five key sustainability themes and the work going on, in relation to these themes, in Dorset and specifically Weymouth and Portland.

8.  Venues outside the Olympic Park 
Jonathan Turner gave a presentation to the Commission on the permanent Olympic venues which are not in the Olympic Park, namely the Weymouth and Portland Sailing Academy, Broxbourne, Eton Dorney, the Royal Artillery Barracks and the Olympic Village.  
9.  Commissioner Feedback /AOB

10.  Tour of the Weymouth and Portland National Sailing Academy and Presentation from John Tweed, the CEO.

The meeting ended with a tour of the WPNSA facilities and a presentation from the CEO John Tweed which covered the history of the Sailing Academy, its current development, the preparations for London 2012 and the legacy for the venue.
