1. Introductions and welcome 

The meeting began with a welcome from the Chair of the Commission and introductions. 

2. Declarations of interest 
None declared. 

3. Minutes of previous meeting / matters arising 

The minutes of the October meeting were agreed. 

The Chair reminded the group to keep their Conflict of Interest registers up to date.  

4. Chair’s Update  

The Chair began by offering his sincere thanks to out-going Team Leader, Jane Durney, for her efforts on behalf of the Commission. 

It was reported that the Commission’s budget until 2013 has been secured. 

 5. Commissioner Update 

· Ben Wilson had attended the Lights On event on behalf of the Commission. 

· Andrew Myer informed the group that he and Stuart Green had completed a peer review of the ODA’s “Delivering Sustainability on the Olympic Park – Peoples, Tools and Processes”. The Chair expressed his thanks to Andrew and Stuart for their work on this to date. 

6. Secretariat Update 

Inclusion & Healthy Living Review 

It was reported that the draft review had been circulated and comments received from Key Stakeholders. 
Merchandising Snapshot 

Following a series of Commissioner sub-group sessions that were held last year, a list of questions had been drawn up by the Secretariat which have now been provided to LOCOG in preparation for a dedicated session to be held with them during February’s Commission meeting. 

7. Annual Review Discussion 

The Chair reported progress to date on the Annual Review 2010. It was noted that discussions were still on-going with a number of stakeholders, and the group was informed that this report would be going to Olympic Board in March rather than May as originally planned. 

Commissioners were invited to comment. There was some discussion around the recent changes to the sustainability governance structure and the implications, particularly around legacy. The Chair highlighted a recent legacy paper from GOE which had revealed some positive progress, e.g. the announcement that Government procurement intend to adopt the ODA’s standards. 
The Chair also outlined the intention behind the restructured format of the new Annual Review. 

8. ZSL Presentation 
A presentation on the operations and sustainability awards of ZSL was delivered to the group by Sophie Townsend, Business and Biodiversity Programme Manager. 
9. ODA update on carbon and renewables 
Richard Jackson, Principal Sustainability Manager at the ODA, updated the group on forthcoming changes to the level of renewable energy expected to be achieved by the ODA and LOCOG. 
10. Discussion around new ODA & LOCOG approach to carbon and renewables 

The Commission agreed that the proposed efforts by the ODA & LOCOG in response to their anticipated inability to achieve the original renewables targets were appropriate, but that lessons needed to be learned. 

11. CSL Assurance Framework and Approach 

Jane Durney, Team Leader, outlined work to date on updating the CSL Assurance Framework. She presented an updated document based on the Commission’s discussion at the most recent sub-group held in November. 

The group was broadly positive and agreed this was a useful piece of work. It was suggested that other stakeholders be asked whether they felt it would be helpful or not and that the role of the Commission be further emphasised in the framework. Further comments around format of the document were also noted. 
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
