1. Tour

The meeting began with a tour of the Olympic Park, led by Richard Jackson, ODA Principal Sustainability & Regeneration Manager. 

2. Introductions and welcome

The Chair of the Commission opened the meeting, welcoming all Commissioners and Co-Opted Experts.

3. Declarations of Interests

There were no new declarations of interest.

4. Minutes of previous meeting / matters arising 
The minutes of the January 2011 meeting were agreed. 

         5. Chair’s update
The Chair updated Commissioners and Co-Opted Experts on the appointment of new Commission Manager, Emma Synnott, and outlined her background to the group. She is expected to start with the Commission during the summer 2011. 

He also updated the meeting on progress of the CSL Review. 

In terms of the Annual Review 2010, the Chair reported that the report had been launched successfully, and that reaction from Key Stakeholders and the Delivery Bodies had been broadly positive. Media coverage had focused particularly on the Olympic Delivery Authority’s (ODA) announcement concerning their renewables targets. 

Reaction from the London Organising Committee for the Olympic & Paralympic Games (LOCOG) to the Commission’s initial draft of the Merchandising Snapshot had now been received, and the Chair and members of the Secretariat would be meeting with them to discuss the recommendations. 

6. Commissioner Update  

· Ben Wilson attended a meeting of the London Health Commission on behalf of CSL to present and discuss the recommendations of the Inclusion & Healthy Living Review. 

· Meredith Alexander raised an issue of whether sustainability is being communicated through Twitter. Jemma Percy reported that the Commission has an account and proactively uses the micro-blogging website to communicate messages and updates to followers. 

· Robin Stott suggested that the Government Olympic Executive (GOE) Meta-Evaluation requires on-going review, and it was suggested that this be included as a full agenda item at a future meeting in order for the Commission to take a ‘big picture’ look at the Evaluation and identify anything that might be missing. It was also suggested that GOE be invited to present the Meta Evaluation, and participate in that discussion. 

7. Secretariat Update 

Jonathan Turner and Jemma Percy updated the group on the launch of the Inclusion & Healthy Living Review, the Commission’s end of year financial position, and media & website activity since the last meeting. 

The group was also reminded that Register of Interest forms should be updated if necessary and returned to the Commission Coordinator, and that hard copies of the Annual Review 2010 were now available for those who would like a copy. 

8. Discussion and feedback on London 2012 Sustainability Report 

Jonathan Turner provided the group with an analysis of the report, and the Chair invited Commissioners and Co-Opted Experts to comment. 

The group discussed the report, and agreed that our Annual Review 2010 serves as the Commission’s public comment on the London 2012 Sustainability Report and that therefore no further comment was necessary. 

9. Discussion on Games Services 

The Chair introduced the context to the agenda item and Jonathan Turner outlined action and thinking to date. The papers circulated were presented and explained by Jonathan, and comments were accepted concerning City Operations, Premiums, communication, information of social information, and considered omissions.
